Pursuant to due action of the Board of Education of the Cumberland County Vocational School 

District #0995 and approved by the Board of School Estimate of the Cumberland County 

Vocational School District (the "Board of School Estimate"), the sum of $26,200,000 has been fixed 

and determined as the amount needed and necessary to be raised for the undertaking of the 

construction of an addition to the Vocational Technical High School of Cumberland County, 

located within the City of Millville, in the County of Cumberland, State of New Jersey.  The Board 

of Chosen Freeholders of the County desires to appropriate the sum recommended by the Board of 

School Estimate and as set forth herein. 

 BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE BOARD OF CHOSEN 

FREEHOLDERS OF THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND, STATE OF NEW JERSEY  (not 

less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), AS FOLLOWS: 

 SECTION 1.   Pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 18A:54-31 and N.J.S.A. 

40A:2-1 et seq., as amended and supplemented (the "Local Bond Law"), and any other laws 

applicable thereto, the sum of $26,200,000 is hereby appropriated by the County of Cumberland, 

State of New Jersey (the "County"), including all amounts to be provided by grant or other aid funds 
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for the construction of an addition to the Vocational Technical School of Cumberland County, in 

the City of Millville.  No down-payment is required pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 18A:54-

31.  All such improvements and purposes have been specified by the certificate heretofore made and 

delivered by the Board of School Estimate of the Cumberland County Vocational School District to 

this Board of Chosen Freeholders.  Accordingly, the said sum of $26,200,000 is hereby appropriated 

by the County for the undertaking of said improvements or purposes identified in this Section 1, 

including the appropriation heretofore made.  All of such above improvements or purposes shall 

also include, as applicable, design and engineering services, and all work, land acquisition, 

equipment, materials and accessories, necessary therefor and incidental thereto, all in accordance 

with the plans and specifications therefor on file or to be filed with the County Administrator and 

hereby approved. 

 SECTION 2.   In order to finance and provide for the improvements or purposes 

described in Section 1 hereof and to meet said aggregate principal amount of appropriation, 

negotiable bonds of the County are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law, 

in the aggregate principal amount of $26,200,000.  In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and 

to temporarily finance said purpose, negotiable notes of the County in the aggregate principal 

amount not exceeding $26,200,000 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the 

limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.  It is expected that debt service aid on up to 72.92% 

of the eligible costs of the improvements or purposes to be financed by the bonds or notes 

authorized hereby shall be provided for by State of New Jersey funds pursuant to project #11-0995-

030-18-1000 of the New Jersey Department of Education.   
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 SECTION 3.   All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such 

times as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer of the County, provided that no note 

shall mature later than one (1) year from its dated date, subject to the renewal(s) thereof as 

authorized under the Local Bond Law.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in 

such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer of the County.  The Chief Financial 

Officer of the County shall determine all matters in connection with the notes issued pursuant to this 

bond ordinance, and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer of the County upon the notes shall 

be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed 

from time to time in accordance with the provisions of the Local Bond Law.  The Chief Financial 

Officer of the County is hereby authorized and directed to sell part or all of the notes from time to 

time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchaser thereof upon receipt of payment of 

the purchase price and accrued interest thereon from their dated dates to the date of delivery thereof.  

The Chief Financial Officer of the County is directed to report in writing to the Board of Chosen 

Freeholders of the County at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the 

notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must include the principal amount, the 

interest rate and the maturity schedule of the notes so sold, the price obtained and the name of the 

purchaser. 

 SECTION 4.   The following matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and 

stated: 

  (a) The aggregate estimated cost of the improvements or purposes 

described in Section 1 hereof is $26,200,000, and the aggregate estimated maximum amount of 
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bonds or notes to be issued for said improvements or purposes is $26,200,000. 

  (b) The improvements or purposes described in Section 1 of this bond 

ordinance are not current expenses and the average period of usefulness of said improvements or 

purposes, within the limitations of said Local Bond Law and according to the reasonable life thereof 

as computed from the date of the said bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 30 years. 

  (c) The Supplemental Debt Statement required by said Local Bond Law has 

been duly made and filed in the Office of the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders and a 

complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of 

Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of Community Affairs, and such statement 

shows that the gross debt of the County as defined in said law is increased by the authorization of 

the bonds and notes referred to in this bond ordinance by $26,200,000, and that the said obligations 

authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Law and 

N.J.S.A. 18A:54-31. 

  (d) An aggregate amount of not exceeding $2,100,000 for items of expense 

permitted under the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20, has been included in the foregoing 

estimated cost of said improvements or purposes described in Section 1 hereof. 

  (e) The Board of Chosen Freeholders, being the governing body of the 

County, hereby concurs in and consents to the said appropriation and in and to the issuance of said 

bonds. 

 SECTION 5.   In the event the United States of America and/or the State of New 
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Jersey make a contribution or grant in aid to the County for the improvements or purposes 

authorized hereby and the same shall be received by the County prior to the issuance of the bonds or 

notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then the amount of such bonds or notes to be issued shall be 

reduced by the amount so received from the United States of America and/or the State of New 

Jersey.  In the event, however, that any amount so contributed or granted by the United States of 

America and/or the State of New Jersey shall be received by the County after the issuance of the 

bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then such funds shall be applied to the payment of the 

bonds or notes so issued and shall be used for no other purpose.  The State of New Jersey is 

expected to appropriate and pay debt service aid in the amount of up to 72.92% of the eligible costs 

of the improvements or purposes to be financed by the bonds or notes authorized hereby.   

 SECTION 6.   The full faith and credit of the County are hereby pledged to the 

punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the said obligations authorized by this bond 

ordinance.  Said obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the County, and the County 

shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable property within the County for the 

payment of said obligations and interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount. 

 SECTION 7.   The capital budget of the County is hereby amended to conform with 

the provisions of this bond ordinance, and to the extent of any inconsistency herewith, the 

resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board as adopted by the County showing all detail of 

the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director of the Division of 

Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of Community Affairs, are on file with the 

Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders and are available for public inspection. 
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 The Bond Ordinance published herewith has been finally adopted on July 24, 2018 and 
the 20-day period of limitation within which a suit, action, or proceeding questioning the validity 
of such ordinance can be commenced, as provided in the Local Bond Law, has begun to run from 
the date of the first publication of this statement.

 (a)  This Guaranty Agreement may be entered into notwithstanding any 
statutory or other debt limitation, including particularly any limitation or requirement under 
or pursuant to the Local Bond Law, as amended, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-1 et seq., however, the 
aggregate principal amount of the Bonds which shall be entitled to the benefits of the 
Guaranty pursuant to the terms hereof, being an amount not in excess of $65,000,000, 
shall be reflected in the debt statements of the County in the manner provided in the Act, 
particularly N.J.S.A. 40:37A-80. 
 
 (b)  The principal amount of the Bonds which shall be entitled to the benefits 
of the Guaranty pursuant to the terms hereof and which shall be included in the gross debt 
of the County shall be deducted from, and shall constitute a deduction from, such gross 
debt under and for all purposes of the Local Bond Law (i) from and after the time of 
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issuance of the Bonds until the end of the fiscal year beginning next after the completion of 
the 2018 Project being financed from the proceeds of the Bonds, and (ii) in any annual 
debt statement which is required to be filed pursuant to the Local Bond Law, as of the end 
of said fiscal year or any subsequent fiscal year if the revenues or other receipts or 
moneys of the Authority in such year are sufficient to pay its expenses, including the 
expenses of administration of the 2018 Project, in such year and all amounts which are 
payable in such year on account of the principal of and interest on the Bonds, all bonds of 
the County or any municipality issued as provided in N.J.S.A. 40:37A-79, and all bonds of 
the Authority issued under the Act, or shall be deducted as otherwise permitted by law.

Said advance notice shall be directed to the Chief Financial 
Officer/Treasurer of the County and received not less than ten (10) days prior to the sale of 
such obligations or the occurrence of such circumstance described herein. 
 
 (d)  The purpose described herein is not a current expense of the County 
and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be assessed on property specially 
benefited thereby. 
 
 (e)  Upon the introduction of the Guaranty Ordinance, a supplemental debt 
statement of the County was duly made by the Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer of the 
County and filed in the office of the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders, and a 
complete executed duplicate thereof was filed in the office of the Director of the Division of 
Local Government Services of the State of New Jersey prior to the final adoption of the 
Guaranty Ordinance, and such debt statement shows that while the gross debt of the 
County, as defined in the Local Bond Law, has been increased by the amount of Bonds 
issued by the Authority, upon satisfaction of the conditions set forth in N.J.S.A. 40:37A-80, 
in accordance with the provisions of the Act, the net debt of the County shall not be 
increased, and the obligation of the County which is authorized by or incurred pursuant to 
the Guaranty and the terms hereof is permitted notwithstanding any statutory debt or other 
limitations, including particularly any limitation of the Local Bond Law, which exception to 
statutory limitations is contained in the Act. 
 
 Section 4. The County and the Authority hereby agree as follows:

Trustee shall notify the County and the Authority in writing in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 16 hereof no later than 3:00 p.m. on the date which is two (2) 
Business Days after such date of the amount which is necessary to provide for the full 
payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds on such next Interest Payment Date 
and/or Principal Installment Date, as applicable, the amount of such deficiency, and shall 
demand that such deficiency be cured no later than thirty (30) days before the next 
ensuing Interest Payment Date and/or Principal Installment Date, as applicable.  The 
County shall acknowledge receipt of such notice in writing in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 16 hereof within two (2) Business Days.  If the deficiency is not so 
cured by the Authority thirty (30) days prior to the next ensuing Interest Payment Date 
and/or Principal Installment Date, as applicable, the Trustee shall so notify the County 
within two (2) Business Days thereafter and the County shall acknowledge receipt thereof 
within two (2) Business Days, and, no later than two (2) Business Days prior to such 
Interest Payment Date and/or Principal Installment Date, as applicable, the County shall 
make payment in immediately available funds to the Trustee of the amount of such 
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deficiency then existing in the Debt Service Fund.  Such County payment shall be 
deposited by the Trustee into the Debt Service Fund, as and to the extent provided in the 
Authority's Indenture.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this Guaranty Agreement to 
the contrary, failure of the Trustee to give the County notice as provided herein and as set 
forth in subparagraph (a) above shall not relieve the County of its obligation to make 
payment to the Trustee under the terms of the Guaranty, provided, however, that nothing 
herein shall be construed as a waiver of the County's right to proceed against the Authority 
or the Trustee for the County's damages, if any, arising from the failure to give timely 
notice to the County.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Trustee shall not be responsible 
for any losses, liabilities, expenses or fees (including counsel fees) which are not due to its 
own gross negligence or willful misconduct.

The Authority shall 
cause its books and accounts to be accurately audited annually by a registered municipal 
accountant or certified public accountant of New Jersey, and annually, within the time 
periods provided by law, copies of the report of such audits shall be furnished to the 
County, including statements in reasonable detail, accompanied by an unqualified opinion 
signed by such accountant, of financial conditions, of revenues and operating expenses, 
and of all such funds held by or for the Authority.

      (b) The failure to give notice to the County of the occurrence of an event

      (d) The extension of the time for payment of the principal of or interest on 

the Bonds or of the time for performance of any obligations, covenants or 
agreements under or arising out of the Financing Documents; 

 
      (e) The modification or amendment (whether material or otherwise) of 

any obligation, covenant or agreement set forth in the Financing Documents;
